Any alumnae/alumnus, faculty, staff, or emeriti faculty or staff may nominate
individuals and forward the nomination to the Dean. The Dean will bring (a)
nomination(s) to the full faculty for consideration and the recipient will be
selected by the Jepson School faculty. At the discretion of the faculty, more
than one award may be given. Normally, the award will be presented at
Reunion Weekend.

Candidates must meet the following criteria to be considered for
selection:

» Active leadership or significant accomplishment in civic, religious
and/or professional activities tied to community service.
- A high degree of character and integrity.
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
